Issues in Printmaking: Creative Writing & Book Arts
This course will be an intensive study on the basics of printmaking and its role and potential in the classroom, as well as an exploration of creative writing ventures easily adaptable to classroom use.  Our goal is two-fold: (1) to have each participant find new methods of creation within the classroom, and (2) that each participant will have constructed, printed, written, and stitched their own book that he or she can take home.  Many elements of “the book” will be explored – both literary and visual – and ample workshop time provided.
The class will be taught by Steve Heil, one of the art teachers at Buffalo High School as well as adjunct professor at Sheridan College, and Kira Wages, English instructor for juniors and seniors at Buffalo High School as well as adjunct at Sheridan College.
